Now, bone cancer drug for children — The Statesman, 3™ May 2023

esearchers at the University of Sheffield and University of East Anglia
have developed a new drug that works against the main types of pri-
mary bone cancer. Cancer that starts in the bones, rather than cancer
that has spread to the bone, predominantly affects children and young
adults. The breakthrough drug increases survival rates in preclinical models
by 50 per cent without the need for surgery or chemotherapy. A new drug that
works against the main types of primary bone cancer has been developed by
researchers at the University of East Anglia and University of Sheffield.

A new study published in the Journal of Bone Oncology shows how a new
drug called "CADD522’ blocks a gene associated with driving the cancer’s
spread, in mice implanted with human bone cancer. The breakthrough drug
increases survival rates by 50 per cent without the need for surgery or
chemotherapy. And unlike chemotherapy, it doesn't cause toxic side effects
like hair loss, tiredness and sickness,

Co-author of the study, Professor Alison Gartland, from the University of
Sheffield's Department of Oncology and Metabolism, said: “Currently children
have to undergo very toxic treatment which has very unpleasant and sometimes
life-long side effects and sometimes life-changing amputation. This, coupled
with the low survival rate, is why this drug is so incredibly important and could
make a huge difference to patients and their families".

The researchers collected bone and tumour samples from 19 patients at the
Royal Orthopaedic Hospital in Birmingham. However, this small number was
more than enough to detect some obvious changes in the cancers.

The team used next generation sequencing to identify types of genetic reg-
ulators called small RNAs that were different during the course of bone cancer
progression. They also showed that a gene called RUNX2 is activated in prima-
ry bone cancer and that this gene is associated with driving the cancer’s spread.
They went on to develop CADD522, a small molecule which blocks the RUNX2
protein from having an effect, and tested it in mice.

Haryana Chief Minister
Manohar Lal Khattar on Thurs-
day announced monthly pen-
sion assistance of Rs 2,750 per
month to patients suffering
from 55 rare diseases includ-
ing Pompe Disease, Duchenne
Muscular Dystrophy (DMD)
and Spinal Muscular Atro-
phy (SMA).

Speakingat theinaugura-
tion of 46 health institutions
in 17 districts including 275
bedded Mukand Lal District
Civil Hospital at Yamunana-
gar during the state-level pro-
gramme at Yamunanagar, the
CM said presently the state gov-
ernment is giving pension
benefits to thalassemia, hemo-
philia, stage-III, and IV can-
cer patients.

Crore to provide the
announced financial assis-
tance, he added.

Khattar said with this
announcement, about 8000
patientswillbe able to get the
financial benefits. He said
there are 3000 patients suffering
from Thalassemia and Hemo-
philia, 4000 stage-III, IV can-
cer patients and about 1000
patients suffering from 55
other rare diseases, who will
now receive the pension.

the health infrastructure along
with providing the best health
care facilities to every citi-
zen,” he added.

The CM said accordingto
the WHO norms, the strength
ofdoctorsin Haryanashould
be 28,000, but at present the
strength is 13,000 including
government and private.

“When our government
was formed in2014, the num-
berof MBBS seats in Haryana
was only 750. With the open-
ing of new medical colleges,

now these seats have become
1900. At present, seven med-
ical colleges are either under
construction or have been
announced. After their con-
struction, the number of MBBS
will increase to more than
3000,"” he said. Khattar said
Ayushman Yojana, under
which poor and needy fami-
lies get a health insurance
facility of Rs Five lakh, about
15.5lakh families in Haryana
have received benefits.

“However, extending the
scope of this scheme, we have
implemented CHIRAYU
Haryana Yojana.

Haryana FDA seizes spurious cancer medicines- The Statesman, 15" May 2023

After busting the fake injec-
tion racket, Haryana's Food
and Drug Administration
Department (FDA) seized
medicines of cancer and dia-
betes for Rs 7 lakh from
Turkey-based accused Ali
Tarmanani, state Health Min-
ister Anil Vij said on Sunday.

The medicines were
imported to India illegally.

Vij said after questioning
of the accused, the drugs
were recovered from Sector
62 in Noida, where the accused
was residing.

Medical technology
researchers and business-
es are learning about Al's
intersection with medi-
cine. Two of the most com-
mon expectations are that
it will help doctors speed
through paperwork, and
researchers better under-
stand human physiology.
“It's not just about help-
ing physicians do better,
which would be fabulous,
or reducing the drudgery
of the daily workflow that
physicians grapple with,
it's about core bio-
science,” said  Eric
Horvitz, chief scientific
officer at Microsoft and

also a medical doctor. “I'm
most excited about new
discoveries at the founda-
tional level of science that
will change the way we
practice medicine.”
Cancer is a particular
focus for many medical
practitioners and busi-
nesses, not just because of

its prevalence in society,
but also due to its unpre-
dictable complexity and
behavior that differs from
patient to patient. Peter
Kecskemethy, co-founder
and chief executive officer
of diagnostics company
Kheiron Medical, said up
to now Al hasn't helped

improve our understand-
ing of the disease very
much, “but it's on the
way"”

He said he was particu-
larly optimistic about how
doctors can start to make
better use of patient-spe-
cific data coming out of
scans. “One part of this is
helping get the maximum
information out of
images,” he said. “It can
be pathology, it can be
radiology, and also com-
bine that information and
also look into genetic
information, and combine
even that as well. That is
not something any human
can ever do.”

Marzyeh Ghassemi, an
assistant professor at the
Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, said it was
vital any data used to
train Al systems — or
decisions made as a result
of their analysis — are
appropriately vetted for
bias. She's optimistic this
is possible and that the
result could be “power-
ful.”

“I think if AI could give
people some sense of what
sort of diagnostics and
prognostics they could
expect, with meaningful
suggestions, that would be
amazing,” she said.

Cancer is an issue of
utmost importance that we
believe requires immediate
action. Cancer is a part of
non-communicable dis-
ease and accounts for 9 per
cent of death in India. Can-
cer is a leading cause of
death worldwide, and it is
estimated that over 10 mil-
lion new cancer cases are
diagnosed every year.
