Barely within 24 hours
after a desperate appeal
for help was made by the
family of a cancer patient
in J&K's Pulwama dis-
trict, crowd funding gen-
erated Rs 80 lakhs and
more was pouring into
the family's bank account.

A family in Pulwama
district treating their
daughter for Leukaemia
(Blood cancer) had to sell
whatever they had to man-
age expenses. They had
nothing to carry on the
treatment.

After the family put
out an appeal for urgent
help on the social media,
money started pouring
into their bank account as
if they had rubbed

Aladdin's magic lamp.

Within less than 24
hours, Rs 80 lakhs were
deposited through crowd
funding and the family had
to put out another appeal
on the social media thank-
ingits patrons and asking
them to stop sending more
money.

Things like this were
unheard of till a few
decades in Kashmir. There
was little sense of social
responsibility in the past
except that a poor man
would be given food or
chiller to the beggar on the
street.

"Kashmir society has
been baptised by fire
because of the insufferable
amount of misery, death,
destruction, loss of social
connect etc ever since
violence started here in

early 1990s.
There is hardly a fam-
ily thathas not been either
directly or indirectly
touched by that suffering.
Seeing death and
destruction at close quar-
ters, Kashmiris have learnt
the value of social cohe-

sion and oneness," said Dr
Farah Qayoom, who
teaches sociology at the
University of Kashmir.
"If your neighbour had
suffered yesterday because
of the all pervading vio-
lence during the last 33
years, it could be you

today. This has in more
than one way cemented
the social ethos of the
locals. In addition to indi-
vidual responsibilities,
Kashmiris have under-
stood the value and impor-
tance of collective respon-
sibility.

"Thisis the reason that
the Valley has credible
orphanages and charita-
ble institutions. Before
1990, the only institu-
tions we had were old age
homes and a few orphan-
ages run at government
expense," she elaborated.
Crowd funding, NGOs
doing commendable work
in healthcare, childcare
and other segments of
the civil society in Kash-
mir proves that the suf-
fering and misery are great
teachers.

AIIMS registers 75-80% survival
rate in cancer among children

New Delhi: Every year, app-
roximately 70,000 new cases of
childhood cancers are diagno-
sed in India, of which nearly
400 are treated at AIIMS. No-
tably, AIIMS boasts a high sur-
vival rateof 75-80%,said the in-
stitute's doctors during the ce-
lebration of Childhood Cancer
Survivor Day recently.
According to the doctors,
the AIIMS pediatric oncology
division offers specialised can-
cersurvivorshipservices inIn-
dia. They run a weekly clinic
where children who have
completed their treatment suc-
cessfully are registered, while
those who have been treated in
the past are followed up on
aspects such as growth, social
issues, education, integration
into society, and the late effects
of cancer treatment.
“Approximately 250 pati-
ents complete their treatment

at our centre every year and
are registered at the survivor
clinic,” said Dr Rachna Seth. a
professor in the department of
paediatrics at AIIMS. She ex-
plained that if other problems
such as cardiac dysfunction,
neurocognitive deficit, meta-
bolic syndrome, or fertility-re-
lated issues arise after cancer
treatment, they are addressed
through consultations with
the respective specialists.

Dr Seth added that the sur-
vivors are closely monitored
for disease recurrence. Due to
their compromised immune
systems, these children under-
20 a revaccination course that
begins six months after comp-
leting their treatment. She said
childhood cancers differ from
adult cancers and most of
them can be cured if detected
early and treated appropriate-
ly. She warned that common
symptoms, such as unexplai-
ned fever, loss of energy, pale-

ness, unusual lumps or swel-
lings, weight loss, easy brui-
sing, and bleeding should not
be overlooked. Squinting of
the eyes is another potential
sign often disregarded.

The most common childho-
od cancers include leukemias/
lymphomas, CNS tumours,
other solid tumours like neu-
roblastoma, Wilms tumour,
soft tissue sarcomas, bone tu-
mours, and retinoblastoma.

Dr Seth emphasised the ne-
ed for more clinics of thisnatu-
re as their objective differs
from acute oncology care,
which primarily focuses on cu-
ring the patient and achieving
complete remission. Post-tre-
atment clinics, on the other
hand, aim to provide healthy
survivorship. They emphasise
the importance of a healthy li-
festyle and provide detailed co-
unselling to patients and their
families on how to lead a healt-
hy life after surviving cancer.

The chief guest of this medical
education programme was renowned
gynae-oncologist Dr Hemant Ton-
gaokar an ex-professor of Tata
memorial Hospital Mumbai. The
organising president of the event Dr
Goutam Mukhopadhyay, cancer sur-
geon, said, “The incidence of cancer
in women is very high in India, can-
cer cervix being highest amongst all
in rural areas, this evening was organ-
ised to have a multi-disciplinary dis-
cussion on management of cancer in
women.”

Convener of the event Dr Sayan
Paul, radiation oncologist, said, “We
were fortunate to have Dr Tongaokar
among us who discussed optimal sur-
gical management of gynaecological
cancers. We had talks on oncopathol-
ogy and robotic surgery. We dis-
cussed the recent advances in radia-
tion treatment, chemotherapy and
immunotherapy.”

The event was attended by more

than 60 oncologists from the city. The
organising secretary, medical oncolo-
gist Dr PN Mahapatra, said, “Cancer
management needs collaboration
between different specialities, we all
discussed multidisciplinary evidence
based management of cancer in
women and the recent updates on
that.” Various surgical techniques,
radiation techniques and clinical man-
agement were discussed and the team
tried to come to a consensus decision
on management of gynaecological
cancer. Dr Tanmay Mondal, a medical
oncologist, said, “We discussed diffi-
cult cases and the gray areas of treat-
ment decision making. It was very
helpful for the practicing oncologists
as well as post graduate students.”

Oncologists from both govern-
ment and private institutions came
to the same academic platform to
find out the best management proto-
col for their cancer patients. Dr Gau-
tam Mukhopadhyay said they will be
organising many more academic
events in near future which will sure-
ly improve the cancer patient's care
in the city.
