9 Organization of Hindi Workshop
A Hindi workshop was organized at Chittaranjan National Cancer Institute on 26.06.2025

under the chairmanship of the Director as part of the current quarter April-June 2025. The
Hindi workshop was organized in compliance with the Official Language Policy.
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The invited guest at the workshop
addressed all officers and staff present,
emphasizing the importance of the use of
Hindi as the official language in the
office. Special emphasis was laid on
working in simple Hindi, which will help
in achieving the targets set under the
Annual Programme issued by the
Ministry of Home Affairs with greater
ease.

A discussion was also held on the
requirement under Section 3(3) of the
Official Language Act, 1963, which
mandates that 14 types of documents must be issued bilingually. It was suggested that instead
of creating difficult Hindi equivalents for commonly used English or other language words,
such words may be written in the Devanagari script.

The workshop focused on the simplicity, clarity, ease, and consistency of the official
language hindi in official work. Participants were motivated to write notes and drafts in Hindi
to promote effective communication.
