Management SKkills for Nursing Professionals”,
addressed the risks and challenges of CVAD
usage, including central line-associated
bloodstream infections (CLABSIs), which remain
a major concern in critical care. With over 78% of
ICU patients in India undergoing CVC insertion
and infection rates as high as 27.77%, the program
underscored the urgency of proper catheter care.
The scientific sessions featured expert talks on
CVAD insertion techniques, infection prevention,
and needleless port systems. CNCI nursing staff
led hands-on demonstrations on chemo port access, dressing, sample collection, and
medication administration. The day concluded with a valedictory session, marking the
successful completion of a skill-enriching event that empowered nurses with updated
knowledge to ensure zero harm in central access care.
