1. Visit the OPAC Webpage
a. Open a web browser and go to the CNCI Library catalogue page (If
available, visit http://117.239.25.194:8000/ and navigate to OPAC).
2. Access the Search Interface

a. Once on the OPAC page, you will see a search bar where you can
enter book details.
3. Enter Search Keywords
a. You can search using different criteria, such as:
i. Title (e.g., Cancer Research Methods)
ii. Author (e.g., Dr. Jayanta Chakraborti)
iii. Subject (e.g., Oncology)
iv. ISBN Number (if available)
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4. Refine the Search
o Use filters to refine your search by:

=  Author
= Call Number
= Year

5. Review the Search Results
o The system will display a list of books matching your search with details
such as:
= Book title
= Author name
= Call number (shelf location)
= Availability status (issued or available)
6. Locate the Book in the Library
a. Note down the Call Number and Accession Number/ Barcode from
the search results.
b. Visit the CNCI Library and find the book on the designated shelf.
7. Borrow or Reserve the Book
a. Ifthe book is available, you can issue it using your Library ID Card.
b. If the book is issued to someone else, check if there is an option to
reserve it for future borrowing.
8. Contact Library Staff for Assistance
a. Ifyou face any difficulties while searching, reach out to the CNCI
Library Staff for help.
